District Specific Actions for October I Week

. Cases per million in last week were more at Kozhikode, Thiruvananthapuram, Alappuzha,
Ernakulam, Kollam & Kasaragod. Among these districts, doubling rate had reduced in all
districts except Thiruvananthapuram, as compared to previous week. All the districts to
focus on identification of all symptomatic individuals and isolating them timely. Promote
COVID compliance at markerts, shopping malls and shops.

2. Ml districts to maintain a test positivity <|I0%. Ensure testing of all influenza like illness.
All districts kindly ensure that antigen negative COVID suspects with symptoms are
retested using RTPCR based tests.

d. Assess the infrastructure to manage and plan surge capacity for category B & C patients
including high flow nasal canula and critical care services.

4. Assess the infrastructure to manage COVID positive/suspect maternal care and dialysis
care. Do arrangements to have more hospital beds dedicated for COVID positive maternal
and child care and dialysis based on needs.

Facility for COVID testing available daily (2-4pm) at every LSG at ILI clinics.

Support systems for Domiciliary management of eligible COVID positives
including telemedicine & clinical follow up

Domiciliary care centres at every LSGs for COVID positive people who don’t
have facilities at home.

Double chambered taxis/auto for transportations in every LSGs.

Systems for Referrals to FLTC/ SLTC/ COVID hospital.

All major private hospitals are providing care to COVID positive patients.
