The daily COVID-19 bulletin of the Department of Health and Family Welfare, Government of
Kerala summarizes the COVID-19 situation in Kerala. The bulletin also contains links to

various important documents, guidelines, and websites for references.

GENERAL GUIDELINES

e Maintain SMS (Social Distancing, Mask and Sanitize) and remain in ventilated environment

o Protect the elderly and the vulnerable- Observe reverse quarantine

e COVID-19 vaccines protect people from getting infected and becoming severely ill and
significantly reduce the likelihood of hospitalization and death.

o All those eligible for COVID vaccination should take the appropriate dose of the vaccine without
delay

e Come forward for vaccination for the age group of 15-17 years .

e Additional precautionary dose is available for those who have taken2 doses and completed nine
months since 2nd dose for >60 yrs, Health Care Workers, and people with comorbidities.

e Non-vaccinated people with comorbidities have higher chances of severe illness and death.
Hence people with comorbidities should receive vaccination and always follow COVID
appropriate behaviour. Avoid social gathering. Remain in reverse quarantine to the extend
possible.

e Antigen testing should be resorted for emergency purposes. Non vaccinated people with
comorbidities in case of developing symptoms should preferably do RTPCR testing and consult
a doctor.
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Home Isolation Mandates

e Over the past two years, it has been seen globally that majority of cases of COVID-19
are either asymptomatic or have very mild symptoms. Such patients usually recover
with minimal interventions and accordingly can be managed at home under proper
medical guidance and monitoring

e A caregiver (ideally someone who has completed his COVID-19 vaccination
schedule) should be available to provide care on a 24 x7 basis to Covid Positive
Patients under Home Isolation. A communication link between the caregiver and a
Medical Officer is a prerequisite for the entire duration of home isolation.

e The patient must isolate himself from other household members, stay in the
identified room and be away from other people at home, especially the elderly and
those with co-morbid conditions like hypertension, cardiovascular disease and renal
diseases. The room selected for isolation should preferably be a well-ventilated room
with cross ventilation, and windows should be kept open to allow fresh air

e People with co-morbidities once detected with covid infection should visit Health
institution.

When to seek medical attention?

¢ Immediate medical attention must be sought if severe signs or symptoms develop.
These could include. Unresolved High-grade fever (more than 100° F for more than
three days) ii. Difficulty in breathing, iii. Dip in oxygen saturation (Sp02 < 93% on
room air at least three readings within 1 hour) or respiratory rate >24/ min iv.
Persistent pain/pressure in the chest, v. Mental confusion or inability to arouse, vi.
Severe fatigue and myalgia

Covid 19 status- Analytical Note

o Keralais the state with the highest rate of vaccination- 1481565 Vaccination/Million

e 100% of the eligible population vaccinated with a single dose of vaccine
(2,69,16,151) and 87% with a double dose (2,31,71,535) till March 10. 78% of the
15-17 age group vaccinated with a single dose of vaccine (11,95,807) and 41% with
a double dose (6,26,004). The state has vaccinated more than 97% of people aged
over 45 years with a single dose and 86% with a double dose.

e During March 03 - March 09, the average active cases were 14,794 out of them, an
average of 2.1% only were admitted in oxygen beds, and 1.8% were in ICU.

e Out of the total 11,022 cases, only 9.5% of the active cases are admitted either in
hospital /Field hospitals. [Non-KASP hospital occupancy too included]
