Due to a provision in the Kerala Health Services (Medical

in General Cadre who cannot be admitted to the Administrative Cadre as there is no
vacancy of Junior Administrative Medical Officers since nobody is being promoted
@s Assistant Directors. The Director of Health Services has reported that at present
there are 35 posts of Assistant Directors that are vacant due to this scenario.

2. Considering the exigency of Assistant Directors in Health
Services Department, Government have decided to temporarily down grade 35
numbers of Assistant Directors, as appended herewith, which are vacant, to Junior
Administrative Medical Officers.

‘ 3. The Director of Health Services is directed to call for options to-
facilitate entry of Medical Officers with the requisite qualification into the
Administrative Cadre, prescribing the required time limit and to take up further
course of action in a time bound manner. ‘
