COVID-19 mass vaccinations are showing signs of preventing illness and steep decline in
cases and hospital admissions in countries which done vaccination. Kerala started its
vaccination for health care workers from January 16, 2021.The COVID-19 Vaccines
Operational Guidelines issued by the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Govt. of India,
28th December 2020 and all subsequent Guidelines issued by Ministry of Health and Family
Welfare, Govt of India are followed at the sites and all vaccination lanes

Vaccinated people, only if symptomatic are advised to consult Doctor.

Non Vaccinated people, if symptomatic, may do RTPCR test

Antigen testing is only for emergency purpose

Non vaccinated people with co-morbidities to do testing by RTPCR and consult
doctor

Repeat RTPCR is not needed among the people who are detected COVID positive in
the previous 2 months

All young person detected positive and at home isolation should do glucose test
